1 million new green jobs through 2030, with major opportunities for electricians,
ironworkers, engineers, planners, maintenance workers, and more. Especially
strong demand is also projected for heating, ventilation, and air conditioning (HVAC)
technicians, plumbers and pipefitters, utility workers, and a wide range of business
professionals.
